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Aim and Instructions
The aim of this task is to experience making hypotheses. To try and identify what data you need to make a point and how you can analyse it!

Making Hypotheses
Hypothesis in this context is an argument or theory. For example, you might argue that ‘The standard of popular music has dropped steadily’. This is an interesting idea, but it is quite hard to prove. You might brake the idea down to ‘It’s much easier to get a number one hit these days’ and then ‘There are more number ones than there used to be’ and so on….

Open the excel spreadsheet called ‘Number Ones’. Look at the data, use the filters to look at different sections of the data and generally try to get a feel for what is there.
· What do you think has happened to popular music over the last 60 years? 

· What impression have you got from the database already? 

· What hypotheses might you make?

· How could you test these hypotheses using the information you have?
Make three hypotheses based on this data and for each, say which data you would use and what you would do with it.
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
